Fee Categories. In accordance with Hague regulations, all adoption fees are identified by the following categories:

Agency fees include, but are not limited to, personnel costs, administrative overhead, operational costs, training
and education, communications and publications costs, and any other cost related to providing adoption services in
the United States.

Foreign country expenses include, but are not limited to, costs for personnel, administrative overhead, training,
education, legal services, communications, and any other costs related to providing adoption services in
Philippines.

Care of the Child (in Philippines prior to adoption) include, but are not limited to, costs for food, clothing, shelter,
and medical care; foster care; orphanage care; and other services provided directly to the child.

Translation and document expenses include, but are not limited to, costs for obtaining, translating, or copying
records or documents required to complete the adoption; costs for the child’s Philippines court documents,
passport, adoption certificate, and other documents related to the adoption; and costs for notarizations and
certifications.

Charitable Development fee is a fixed contribution amount that goes directly to child protection or child welfare
services programs run by MAA. MAA also contributes a portion of the fees collected for Home Studies and for
Agency Placement Fees to charitable aid. MAA has provided aid to orphanages and schools in Guatemala,

supplies to orphanages in Philippines, as well as various projects worldwide.
